"Salige
er de fattige i dnden, thi Himmeriget er deres.

Jesus Kristus, vor frelser. Amen.

At veere lykkelig er en stemning, hvordan man
oplever sig selv her og nu. En stemning og tilstand,
som kan vere ubeskrivelig herlig. Den kan komme
indefra os selv, eller den kan komme fra mennesker,
vi er sammen med. Den kan komme fra en fantastisk
natur-oplevelser. Den kan komme fra Gud, vor
skaber, nar vi meder ham pa en serlig made.

At vaere salig er en tilstand og en virkelighed, kan
forveksles med at vaere lykkelig. Men det er noget
andet. Det er sterre end det, vi foler her og nu. At
veaere salig gaelder i dette nu. Og det reekker ind 1
evigheden. Det kan nogle gange foles. Andre gange
kan det slet ikke foles, men vare i modsatning til ens
egne oplevelser af virkeligheden. Salighed er noget,
Gud giver os midt i vores ulykke.

Lykkelig kan vi medvirke til hos hinanden. Og vi han
soge vor egen lykke. Og nogle gange synes det som
om vi kan opna lykke.

Salighed bestemmer vi ikke selv over. Vi kan ikke
selv gore os salige. Hvis saligheden var afthengig af
os, var den meget usikker, ja, helt umulig og
uteenkelig. For i deden, hvor vi har aller mest brug
for hjeelp fra os selv, da kan vi intet, og da vil
saligheden forsvinde. Andre mennesker kan heller
ikke gare os salige. De er ogsa dedelige.

Hvis vi bygger saligheden pé os selv eller p& noget
her i verden, da er det afgudsdyrkelse.

Blessed now and for eternity!
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Matthew 5:1-12 ESV

Seeing the crowds, he went up on the mountain, and
when he sat down, his disciples came to him. 2 And he
opened his mouth and taught them, saying: 3 "Blessed
are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of
heaven. 4 "Blessed are those who mourn, for they shall
be comforted. 5 "Blessed are the meek, for they shall
inherit the earth. 6 "Blessed are those who hunger and
thirst for righteousness, for they shall be satisfied. 7
"Blessed are the merciful, for they shall receive mercy.
8 "Blessed are the pure in heart, for they shall see God.
9 "Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be
called sons of God. 10 "Blessed are those who are
persecuted for righteousness' sake, for theirs is the
kingdom of heaven. 11 "Blessed are you when others
revile you and persecute you and utter all kinds of evil
against you falsely on my account. 12 Rejoice and be
glad, for your reward is great in heaven, for so they
persecuted the prophets who were before you.

Grace be with you and peace from God our Father and
from Jesus Christ our Savior. Amen.

Being happy is a mood of how you experience
yourself here and now. A mood and condition that can
be indescribably wonderful. It can come from within
ourselves, or it can come from people we are with. It
can come from a fantastic nature experience. It can
come from God, our Creator, when we meet Him in a
special way.

Being blissful (blessed) is a state and a reality, can be
confused (mistaken) with being happy. But that's
something else. It is greater than what we feel here and
now. Being blessed applies in this present moment
(this now). And it reaches into eternity. It can
sometimes be felt. Other times it cannot be felt at all,
but be in contrast to one's own experiences of reality.
Bliss is something God gives us in the midst of our
misfortune.

Bliss is not decided by us. We cannot make ourselves
blessed. If bliss depended on us, it would be very
uncertain, even impossible, and unthinkable. For in
death, when we most need help from ourselves, then
we can do nothing, and then bliss will disappear. Nor
can other people make us blessed. They are also
deadly.

If we build bliss on ourselves or on anything in this
world, then it is idolatry.




Her nu, hvad Jesus siger: Han navner fire
MANGLER, hvor saligheden er den nye virkelighed,
som Gud giver os! Han siger: Salige er de fattige i
dnden, de, som sorger, de sagtmodige og de, som
hungrer og torster efter retfeerdigheden.

Salige er de fattige i dnden: At vaere fattig er at vaere
uden evne til at hjelpe sig selv. Alle mennesker er
fattige, fordi vi er totalt athaengige af Gud som
Skaber, Livgiver og Frelser. Nar vi erkender det, kan
vi bede sddan: “Bgj dit ore, HERRE, og svar mig, thi
Jeg er arm og fattig”(SI 86,1). Og ° Herre, hor min
bon, lad mit rab om hjeelp nd dig. * Skjul ikke dit
ansigt for mig, ndr jeg er i nod. Vend dit ore mod
mig, svar mig i hast, ndr jeg rdber! * For mine dage
svinder som rag, og mine knogler breender som ild; °
mit hjerte er som grees, der svides og visner. Jeg er
hort op med at spise mit brad, ° for jeg md sukke
dybt, jeg er kun skind og ben. (S| 102,2-6)

Nar fattigdommen er “i anden” er det i menneskets
selvbevidsthed og selverkendelse. Ikke alle fattige er
salige, men dem, der er fattige i &nden.

Hor, hvad Gud siger om den nedbgjede and i
mennesket: “I hajhed og hellighed bor jeg, hos den
knuste, i dnden bgjede, for at kalde de bajedes dnd og
de knustes hjerte til live.” (Es 57,15). Og:
“Evangeliet forkyndes for fattige.” (Matt 11,5).

HVEM kan gere os fattige i &nden? Gud! Gud kan
tage al din rigdom fra dig, din forstand, din tale, din
evne til alt det, du er glad for! En kvinde, der Hanna,
sagde: “HERREN gor fattig, gor rig, han nedbgjer,
og han ophajer.” (1 Sam 2,12). Og Job bekender:
“Nagen kom jeg af moders skod, og nogen vender jeg
did tilbage. HERREN gav, og HERREN tog,
HERRENS navn veere lovet!” (Job 1,21)

Naér vi star ved et dedsleje og ved en grav, ser vi,
hvor fattige vi er. Sddan ma Gud stille os over for
sygdom, synd og ded midt i livet! Det gor han, for at
vi ikke skal bedrage os selv. Han ger os fattige i
anden. Og da foler vi os mindst af alt salige! For han
fjerner han alle fundamenter, alle kostumer, al
kosmetik, al underholdning, alle puder, alle venner og
menneskelige autoriteter. Og da giver han, hvad han
siger her: “Himmeriget er deres.”

Forinden har de hert ham preedike: “Omvend jer, thi
Himmeriget er kommet ncer.” (Matt 4,17).
Himmeriget er kommet. For regenten, kongen, er
kommet. Vismaend tilbad ham i Betlehem, da han var
barn. Og efter sin dab i Jordan var han til stede hos
dem med undervisning og undergerninger. Og da han
dede pa korset og opstod fra graven tre dage efter,
blev han vor konge, der sejrede over synden og
deden. Og i vores dab forenes vi med ham, og han

Now listen to what Jesus says: He mentions four
DEFECTS, where bliss is the new reality that God
gives us! He says: Blessed are the poor in spirit, those
who mourn, the meek, and those who hunger and
thirst for righteousness.

1.

Blessed are the poor in spirit: To be poor is to be
without the ability to help oneself. All people are poor
because we are totally dependent on God as Creator,
Life-Giver and Savior. When we recognize this, we can
pray like this: "Incline your ear, O LORD, and answer
me, for I am poor and poor" (Psalm 86:1). And “*
Lord, hear my prayer, let my cry for help reach you. *
Do not hide your face from me when I am in trouble.
Turn your ear to me, answer me in haste when I cry. *
For my days fade like smoke, and my bones burn like
fire. > My heart is like grass that burns and withers. I
have stopped eating my bread, ° for I must sigh deeply,
1 am only skin and bones. (Psalm 102:2-6)

When poverty is "in spirit”, it is in man's self-
consciousness and self-knowledge. Not all the poor are
blessed, but those who are poor in spirit.

Listen to what God says about the bowed down spirit
in man: "In majesty and holiness I dwell, with the
brokenhearted, in the bowed spirit, to call to life the
spirit of the bowed and the heart of the
brokenhearted." (Isaiah 57:15). And: "The gospel is
preached to the poor." (Matthew 11:5).

WHO can make us poor in spirit? God! God can take
away all your wealth, your mind, your speech, your
ability to do all the things you love and like! A women
Hannah said: "The LORD maketh poor, maketh rich, he
boweth down, and he exalteth.” (1 Samuel 2:12). And
Hiob confesses: "Naked I came out of my mother's
womb, and I return naked. The LORD gave, and the
LORD went, and the name of the LORD be praised."
Job 1:21.

When we stand at a deathbed and at a grave, we see
how poor we are. This is how God must put us in the
face of sickness, sin, and death in the middle of life!
He does this so that we do not deceive ourselves. He
makes us poor in spirit. And then we feel least of all
blessed! For he removes all foundations, all costumes,
all cosmetics, all entertainment, all pillows, all friends
and human authorities. And then he gives what he says
here: " The kingdom of heaven is theirs."

Before they heard him preach: "Repent, for the
kingdom of heaven is near." (Matthew 4:17). The
kingdom of heaven has come. For the sovereign, the
king, has come. Wise men worshipped him in
Bethlehem when he was a child. And after His

baptism in the Jordan, He was present with them with
teaching and miracles. And when he died on the cross
and rose from the grave three days later, he became our

Salige er de sagtmodige: Det er dem, der ikke teenker
hgjt om sig selv eller pukker pa egne krav og holder
pa deres rettigheder.

And in our baptism
we are united with Him, and He takes us into His
kingdom by water and the Holy Spirit when He gives
us faith in our hearts.

When you hear him speaking this Gospel to you then
you are blessed right now because he is with you and
you are with him. Blessed in good days, in sickness, in
death and in eternity.

2.

Blessed are those who mourn: Grief is when
something has happened that we cannot change, a loss,
something that has happened. And there you are, with
no way to change it. You can only grieve.

You grieve over all the wrong things that go against
love and kindness. It exists in you and in others. You
grieve. You can't change that. Then you feel least of all
blissful and happy. But Jesus says, ""They will be
comforted!" A thief on the cross was comforted.
"Today you will be with me in Paradise!" And David
says: "I was helpless, but he saved me. Calm down
again, my soul, for the Lord has done good to you. You
have saved my life from death, my eyes from crying,
and my foot from stumbling. I can walk before the Lord
in the land of the living. (Psalm 116:6-9).

Comfort because JESUS has changed the reality that is
the cause of your sorrow. He overcame death. He rose
on Easter morning. And He raises you up at the last
day.

3.

Blessed are the meek: they are those who do not think
highly of themselves or pin on their own demands and
hold on to their rights. But what are we entitled to
when it comes down to it? Think of the people of Israel
during the trek in the wilderness. They demanded food
and scolded the Lord and Moses. Then the Lord sent
serpents as judgment. And they were humbled, meek,
saved by God. And he brought them into the land of
Canaan. The meek inherited the land. It is written in
the book of Psalms: But the meek shall inherit the land,
and possess and rejoice in great happiness. (Psalm
37:11).

But what about us? Our bliss is given to us for eternity
on a new earth that God is creating. We will inherit
"the new earth". It is written in the last book of the
Bible: And I saw a new heaven and a new earth. For
the first heaven and the first earth passed away, and
the sea is no more. (Rev. 21:1)

4.

Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for
righteousness! You experience the injustice in yourself
and in others. You hunger and thirst! Jesus says, ""They
will be filled!" How? How to get saturated?

Jesus explains this in the same sermon when he says: /
have not come to destroy the law and the prophets, but
to fulfill! Jesus does everything good that we have
destroyed. Jesus says it at his baptism: Let if be done,
and we will fulfill all righteousness (Matthew 3:15).

All people are hungry for justice in one way or another.
And when they hear the gospel that Jesus is their
righteousness, they are filled. And you go free because
Jesus is your righteousness. Forgiven. United to Jesus
by baptism and faith.

Jesus speaks at the end of our text about what has
happened and is happening to all Christians who have
their salvation and salvation in JESUS! Jesus says:
Blessed are the merciful, the pure in heart, those who
make peace, those who are persecuted for
righteousness' sake.

When we have received mercy from God, as we heard
in the first four Beatitudes, then we have a mercy that
we just have to share with each other and others. And
what does God do then? He continues to be merciful.

And He has purified our hearts by the remission of
sins. Then we will see God as our Father and Savior.
And we see that we are blessed sinners. And the peace
God has given us when He said that we are blessed,
that peace we can share with each other and others.
This is how we become peacemakers. And then we
shall be called what we are: children of God.

It all comes from the fact that God has made us
blessed. And He brings bliss to others through us who
are blessed. Strange. Wonderful.

And what do we get out of this on earth? Jesus
concludes by saying that Christians will experience
both persecution and suffering. But that they must
rejoice in the midst of it all.

Blessed are you when you are mocked and persecuted,
and all evil is lied to you for my sake. Rejoice and
rejoice; your reward shall be great in the heavens; for
thus the prophets who were before you have been
persecuted." It is our present and future. Amen.
